DataQuest Instructions

DataQuest, a dynamic system developed and maintained by the California Department of Education (CDE) helps you create school, district, county and State level reports. 

· To create a special report that includes many topic areas, follow the steps below, such as one for your district or school:

1. Go to the California Department of Education’s website http://www.cde.ca.gov/index.asp and click on the Data & Statistics tab to navigate to the DataQuest main web page: http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/
2. Click on the drop down arrow at step 1 to select a Level (e.g. state, county, district, school)

3. Click on the dropdown arrow at step 2 to select a Subject 
· Scroll to the end and select Create Your Own Report. 

4. Go to step 3 and click on the “Submit” button.

5. You will be moved to another page where you will be asked to:

· Select a year of data
· Enter a portion of your district name or school name. 
· Then click the “submit” button. 
6. You will be taken to the page where you can create your own report by following the steps below: 
· Select the data elements (e.g. Free and/or Reduced Price Meals, Enrollment, Race/Ethnicity, Graduates, Dropouts). 
· Confirm your district or school  under section: select district or school
· Choose a report-  You can choose a  District or school summary data or district summary with schools 
· To create a more specific report on one subject, follow the steps below:
1. Go to the DataQuest main web page: http://dq.cde.ca.gov/dataquest/
2. Click on the dropdown arrow at step 1 to select a level.

3. Click on the dropdown arrow at step 2 to select a subject. 

· Subjects include School Performance, Test Scores (such as Physical Fitness, SAT, STAR), Student Demographics, School Staff, Student Misconduct, Other or Create Your Own Report. (creating your own report will allow you to find free and reduced eligibility for school meals)

4. Go to step 3 and click on the "Submit" button.

5. You will be moved to another page where you will follow further instructions. For example, for the Physical Fitness Test results, you can obtain by district and look more closely at gender, ethnicity etc.
